MMEX Investment Portfolio Module – Summary Outline
Background
· MMEX is a free, open-source personal finance tool with a Stocks and Shares module that lacks usability and comprehensive features.
· User community is seeking enhancements to improve functionality, clarity, and documentation.
Purpose
· Define user-focused requirements for improving the investment module.
· Favor simplicity to meet broad user needs within technical constraints.
· This is a functional document, not a technical specification.

Scope of Enhancements
In Scope Securities
· Shares (Ordinary, Fractional, Preferred)
· Bonds (Vanilla, Debentures, Zero-Coupon)
· Mutual Funds / Unit Trusts
· ETFs / REITs
· American Depositary Receipts (ADRs)
In Scope Transactions
· Buy/Sell (full/partial, repeat/single)
· Transfers (In/Out)
· Dividends and Interest (cash or reinvested)
· Bond Redemptions
· Corporate actions: Mergers, Splits, Takeovers, Bankruptcy
· Change of Domicile/Currency
Out of Scope (Examples)
· Tax computation, short selling, platform integrations
· Commodities, investment properties, currency trading
· Derivatives, CDOs, rebalancing, distressed debt

Key Concepts & Structure
Core Constructs
· Portfolio groups Holdings
· Holding contains one or more Lots of a Security
· Security Account tracks related financial transactions
Portfolios
· Group holdings by user-defined categories (currency, broker, type, sector)
· New interface features: Add/Buy/Sell/Transfer/Reinvest/Edit
· Portfolio cash handling and multi-currency support included

Security Types and Processes
Shares
· Ordinary, Preferred, Fractional, ADRs, ETFs, REITs
· Handled via Brokers or Intermediaries
· Support for purchase, sale, and corporate actions
Bonds
· Vanilla, Debenture, Zero-Coupon, and Bond ETFs
· Support for coupon tracking, redemption, and capital gain reporting
Mutual Funds/Unit Trusts
· Tracked with fractional units (≥6 decimal places)
· Prices and unit holdings updated simultaneously
· DRIPs commonly used

Transactions
Supported Actions
· Buy/Sell, Full or Partial, via Broker or Direct
· Transfers: gifts, bequests (with or without taxes)
· Dividends/Interest: record gross, taxes, and reinvestments
· Bond redemptions and capital gain handling

Corporate Actions & Other Events
· Mergers and Takeovers (cash or share-for-share)
· Company Splits
· Closures and Bankruptcy (revalue to zero)
· Domicile/Currency Changes

Design Considerations
· Additions to MMEX Categories to support investments (e.g., Buy/Sell, Dividends, Fees, Gains)
· Screen layout enhancements for usability
· Support for multi-lot tracking and capital gains logic (FIFO, LIFO, Average)

Reports
· Portfolio performance by:
· Type, currency, broker, and sector
· Transactions and events (buy/sell/split/merge)
· Income (gross/net)
· Realised/Unrealised gains and losses

Further Consideration
· Potential extension to Assets module for revaluation of physical assets (houses, art, etc.)
